This is a partial list of what has been accomplished: 

Correspondence and reports from the 1950s and 1960s have been organized, in chronological 
order, into binders.  Materials from the 1970s-1990s are being organized in file drawers by 
topics.  Minutes from all early Council meetings, Area World Service committee meetings 
(AWSC) and Assemblies have been added to binders. Storage containers have been purchased 
to hold items in these categories:  Banner/Cal Costume/Alateen quilt; Meeting lists; Cape Cod 
office history; Districts miscellaneous; PSAs; Events miscellaneous; Alateen Conferences; 
Conventions; Financial record-keeping samples;  Selected documents from 2000s; 2010s; 
2020s. 

Binders have been created with flyers and programs from all Conventions.
